#13 (OBS-1992554) for KVK Chitrakoot

Dear Subodh ji,

We are writing to you to seek your urgent assistance in addressing two significant audit
observations issued by the Director General of Audit (Central), Lucknow at Prayagraj,
pertaining to KVK Chitrakoot. We have attached copies of the audit observations (OBS-
1992539 and OBS-1992554) for your reference.

The audit observations require a comprehensive reply at the earliest. We kindly request your
expertise in formulating appropriate replies and suggesting corrective actions for the issues
raised.

The details of the audit observations are as follows:

Audit Observation #12 (OBS-1992539): Irregular sanction of Deposit Work Advances
(KVK Chitrakoot)

This observation highlights the irregular sanction of a deposit advance of Rs. 73.82 lakh to
Existing RES Chitrakoot division against a total fund of Rs. 1,55,96,193 for the RKVY
Scheme by ICAR. The audit notes that the construction work has been delayed by KVK
Chitrakoot, resulting in an incurred interest of Rs. 9,98,415/- in the account due to the delay
in execution.

Audit Observation #13 (OBS-1992554): Irregular payment for procurement of services
(KVK Chitrakoot) Rs 59000

This observation pertains to an irregular payment of Rs. 59,000 made to Ms. Subodh K
Agrawal & Co. via invoice no. Sk31052024-1 dated 31.05.24 for the procurement of auditing
services by KVK Chitrakoot. The audit states that the procurement of audit services was not
as per the GFR provisions for GeM procurement and was done through a single source
selection, contrary to GFR provisions.

As per GFR 2017, Rule 177 defines "Consulting Service". Rule 191 states that the basis of
selection of the consultant shall follow methods given in Rule 192 to 194, with Rule 192
describing Quality and Cost Based Selection (QCBS) for procurement of consultancy
services where quality is of prime concern.

Additionally, the CAG Audit also raised an observation during the last audit regarding the
procurement of Goods & Services through the GeM portal, and the reason for not registering
on the GeM portal needs to be stated, as procurement through GeM is mandatory as per GFR
rules.

Given the urgency, we would appreciate it if you could review the attached documents and
provide us with your guidance and a draft response as soon as possible. We are committed to
resolving these observations promptly and ensuring compliance with all relevant regulations.
